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“My passion for education, particularly 21st century

education and instructional game design, was sparked
during my introduction to the Interactive Media (IM)
program and the MakerSpace at NYU Abu Dhabi. In

J-term of 2020, I enrolled in the course “Resourcefulness:

Ethiopia,” which included a trip to an under-resourced
Ethiopian school seeking educational solutions. There, I
helped create technology-enhanced learning resources,
experiencing firsthand the roles of both designer and
learner dedicated to creative impact. These moments
ignited my drive to design and provide enjoyable learning
experiences, leveraging technology to empower learners
beyond traditional methods and help them thrive in the
21st century.

We realized there were
so many aspects of my education that I could apply to

her organization to build even more efficiency into her
company’s processes. The founder then asked me to join
her team as an intern and later as a part-time employee. I
now work with her to build technology that assists us in
helping the refugee talent that we train to access remote
work opportunities. My role is also cross-functional

as I am also involved in technical skills assessments of
refugees, handling relationship-building with our partners
and leading our communications efforts.

It is a deeply rewarding professional experience, as I am
able to see my work have a real-time impact on the lives
of refugee communities from so many places around the
world. We are currently running programmes in Kenya
and Ethiopia with partners like the World Bank and the
Digital Opportunity Trust to support refugee talent in
accessing remote work. Working to actively empower
vulnerable communities in the region I am from is a
dream I have had since I was a child that I am now seeing
come to life, and this makes me feel so deeply blessed.

the conventional path. Witnessing my seniors engage in
similar work bolstered my confidence in accepting the
position. Although it was daunting to accept a job that
wouldn’t pay as much as a corporate one, looking back, T
am grateful I took the leap. Over the past year and a half,
T’ve closely interacted with my students and the systems
they are a part of. I've visited their homes, befriended
their parents, and gained a glimpse into the limitless
potential my students possess when equipped with the
right tools. None of this would have been possible without
taking that initial step.

I often ponder whether I would have found myself here
had I not been an NYU Abu Dhabi student, and more often
than not, the answer is: probably not. Before NYUAD, I
pursued the natural sciences, considering a path familiar
to my family — either becoming a doctor or an engineer.
The diverse range of classes at NYUAD introduced me to
Social Research and Public Policy and Political Science,
where my deep passion for intimate work with people
found direction. Throughout my university years, I pushed
myself to seek volunteering opportunities, leveraging

the myriad resources available at NYUAD. I also pursued
external internships in the development sector, exposing
myself to various job types, both enjoyable and otherwise.”

Our goal was to provide a platform for students, faculty,
and staff to publish their writings in Arabic. Another key
experience was serving as a Sufara’a Cultural Ambassador
with the NYUAD Student Life Office, helping to bridge the
gap between students and the broader UAE community by
organizing cultural events.

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It’s hard to define and hone in on the many things NYUAD
prepared me for. I think the fact that it was a one-year

accelerated master’s instead of a traditional two-year gave
way for a lot of autonomy and time management. There’s
not a lot of wiggle room when you have assignments every
week, need to keep on top of deadlines or write your
thesis in three weeks. I think that provided me with an
ability to get things done efficiently to fit other things

I wanted to do in my schedule. Things are constantly
moving around you and projects are being added, and you
have to keep your cool and adapt. This becomes incredibly
valuable today as project deadlines stack up and I am

able to finish up my work in time with little to no stress.
On the content side of things, I’d say the ability to read
research papers, synthesize information effectively, and
use computer programming have all made my daily life
much easier. While T do read more engineering-focused
papers nowadays, it doesn’t take away from the fact that
they are structured in the same way as economic papers.
Understanding the core premise of something that might
seem complicated at first sight is definitely something
NYUAD prepared me for.

As a master’s student, you learn a surprising amount of
things by yourself. Professors are always there, yes, but

a lot of the synthesis and understanding will be done by
yourself through textbooks and YouTube videos. This
ability to go find information myself and make myself
understand a certain subject is invaluable, and allows me
to become a subject expert in little to no time.

Throughout my master’s, as I got better at reading
research papers, evaluating statistical results, and
becoming a pro in STATA/R/Python, I realized I needed
a technical job that encapsulated this. I realized the
immense power that data holds to find correlations in
the world and enjoyed working with it. Thus, being able
to condense, synthesize, draw conclusions from data
was something I wanted to do and that brought me to
consulting. Being able to present your findings, defend
yourself with data, and propose recommendations
based on data insights is the artery of consulting. And
so, realizing I could help companies decarbonize, for
example, with simple data insights is incredible.

As an energy consultant, my main task is assisting big
energy and utility companies decarbonize their entire
energy value chain. I think at first I didn’t know the
energy sector could be so expansive, so I do enjoy the
variety of work that I do.

Lately, I have become somewhat of an expert in hybrid
system optimization tools. Another thing I enjoy is the
fact that we focus on sustainability and decarbonization
exclusively.

A World of Opportunity

As a consultant in the sustainability sector, having a
strategic mindset and endless curiosity is essential. Martin
Smit (NYUAD 20) is entering his fourth year at PwC in
New York, sees significant potential in the industry for those
interested in pursuing careers in sustainability.

NYUAD: What skills or qualities are essential in your
field?

Martin Smit: That’s a good question, I believe curiosity is
fundamental. NYUAD students are really curious, not just
about solving problems in math and science but also about
exploring different cultures and areas of study. Curiosity
helps in sustainability because it’s not typically taught in
elementary and secondary school. If you’re in this field, it’s
because you’re out there, curious, and want to explore.

I encourage NYUAD students to look into sustainability
careers because the sector will continue to grow. As we
progress in the climate transition, we will discover new
areas needing exploration, and the industry will grow
exponentially.

NYUAD: How did NYUAD prepare you for a consulting
career?

Martin Smit: My major, economics, is highly conducive to
consulting. Consulting allows you to apply your knowledge
strategically and quantitatively, solving various problems by
leveraging a broad understanding of economics and societal
dynamics. This is the essence of the education at NYUAD.

NYUAD: Can you describe your current role at PwC
and the work involved?

Martin Smit: As a sustainability consultant, my work is
dependent on the project. Currently, I am developing a
target state operating model for an ESG reporting program
to fulfill its strategic capabilities, including all the
disclosures, reports, data, and tech behind them. My work
involves a balanced mix of strategy formulation, research,
and day-to-day problem-solving.

NYUAD: How have you seen perspectives on
sustainability change in the corporate world?

Martin Smit: Historically, companies have been very
profit-driven, but I think this perspective is being
challenged. It’s not just profit and risk; it’s also impact.
1t’s both about how environmental and societal changes
are impacting your organization and also how your
organization is impacting the environment and society up
and down the value chain.

NYUAD: What motivates your dedication to
sustainability?

Martin Smit: One of the things that drives me is my care
and appreciation of Mother Earth. We’ve grown up seeing
horrific things happening around the world. From armed
conflict to forced migration, events are catalyzed and/

or exacerbated in some part due to water stress, food
insecurity, and the like. Sometimes we forget that these
events are driven by climate change as well as nature and
biodiversity loss. We have to do everything possible now to
solve this. That’s why I care so much.

The Real Impacts of
Artificial Intelligence

As a policy researcher at OpenAI, Lama Ahmad (NYUAD
‘19) is working on one of the most fundamental questions of
a generation: How does artificial intelligence impact human
society?

NYUAD: How are you contributing to better
understanding AI’s impact?

Lama Ahmad: My work at OpenAl involves creating

and collaborating on research to help generate evidence
around issues with AT and its impact - both good and

bad. I engage with academic researchers, policymakers,
and civil society organizations to understand how AT
impacts people. One of the efforts I'm leading is called our
external red-teaming program. It is a method for involving
different groups to help us assess the risks of a system
before releasing it to the world.

NYUAD: What do you see as the biggest opportunities
and threats with AI?

Lama Ahmad: The Internet was a significant
technological paradigm shift, and AI will do even more
to make information accessible. I am excited about the
applications in education and opportunities for equity
and access. It will be life-changing for a lot of people.
Something I worry about is job automation. We’re seeing
glimmers of how that could happen as these systems
become more capable. Some of our research is geared
toward understanding the economic impact of AT and
what policies we need to make as a society to support
people’s jobs.

NYUAD: Did you anticipate your career path unfolding
this way?

Lama Ahmad: 1 checked the box of my dream job early
(laughs)! Sometimes it feels like it’s not real. I got lucky to
be in the right place at the right time. Still, I think I had
arole in creating the conditions for it by thinking about
the issues that affect my community and how I can use my
education to provide a unique perspective. I have always
cared about how tech impacts people.

NYUAD: How did NYUAD contribute to your current
position and perspective?

Lama Ahmad: Combining social science and technology
created the conditions for me to be an authoritative

voice and shape how these issues are discussed. I took

the Politics of Code class in my sophomore year, which
changed my trajectory. It got me thinking about biases in
AT models and the political impact of social media. All the
readings were about issues that I'm working on day-to-day
now.

I also took a lot of foundational social science research
courses that helped me develop rigorous methods. T
took data analysis and computer science courses with
the technical skillset to look at data and use it in my
research. In a way, I have the perfect formula: four years
of coursework that genuinely laid the foundation for
everything I'm doing now.
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Investing in
the Planet

As a climate risks and decarbonization manager at Hartree
Partners, Andres Fernandez (NYUAD °‘15) is tackling a
unique and critical sustainability challenge. His work helps
companies and governments achieve their decarbonization
goals through strategic investments, industrial roadmaps,
and contributions to natural capital via carbon markets.

NYUAD: Who are your clients, and how do you assist
them?

Andres Fernandez: My clients are major emitters of
greenhouse gases, grappling with the challenges of
transitioning to a low-carbon economy. While they are
motivated by good intentions and aware of existing
solutions, the reality is that these solutions cannot always
be implemented seamlessly, nor will they eliminate
emissions entirely.

In response, we offer a portfolio of solutions tailored to
include technological and nature-based strategies designed
to enhance, restore, and protect ecosystems, ensuring
benefits for biodiversity. Our approach involves devising
investment strategies that bring together finance, energy,
and carbon markets to address vital areas like promoting
low-carbon fuels or combating deforestation. Doing so
ensures that investments are accurately integrated and
accounted for within the corporation’s environmental and
financial objectives.

NYUAD: How do you approach motivating these
companies toward decarbonization?

Andres Fernandez: 1t’s about getting companies in
traditional sectors to think about alternatives. I'm not
saying let’s get oil and gas companies to become renewable
energy companies. That’s not who they are, that’s not their
DNA. Instead, I highlight the solutions already out there—
how to leverage these opportunities, mitigate risks, and
push technological boundaries. This way, I motivate clients
to adopt a proactive stance on climate-related risks rather
than a reactive one.

NYUAD: Are you seeing any progress?

Andres Fernandez: Yes, but far from enough. We are
seeing more and more work being done by policymakers,
acting on the urgency to address environmental
degradation. We are now seeing investments in nature and
biodiversity and low-carbon projects. However, we are not
doing enough. The scale of the impact is so large that we
need systematic changes to keep this planet livable.

NYUAD: How did NYUAD shape your trajectory?

Andres Fernandez: NYU Abu Dhabi, its people, and the
liberal arts experience inspire my work and conversations
even today. There’s no richer experience. The diversity

in thought and perspective pushed me to get out of my
comfort zone, grow, and stay humble. NYU Abu Dhabi
represents a magical, renewable source of love, hope, and
faith for me today.

NYUAD: How do you feel about our climate future?

Andres Fernandez: Both excited and frightened. I've
dedicated my life, childhood passions, and emotions to
this pursuit. I now look left and right, and many people
who perhaps were not so dedicated to the cause years ago
are now working toward decarbonization solutions. I'm
encouraged to see so much intellectual potential behind
this mission. But still, a lot more people need to join this
global challenge and take on apparent sacrifices. This is
the greatest challenge of our time.

Dealing With
Climate Change

An eye-opening experience on the negotiations team at COP
28 has further motivated Amal Al Gergawi (NYUAD ‘19)

to pursue meaningful climate action as a research fellow at
NYU Abu Dhabi.

NYUAD: How does your work in environmental
science inform your understanding of climate change,
particularly in the context of the Middle East?

Amal Al Gergawi: I've been fortunate enough to have
been with Professor Burt’s Marine Biology Lab for two
years, researching the intersections of marine science and
policy. The scientific evidence on climate change and its
impacts has been beyond alarming. In the Middle East,
temperatures rise twice as fast as the global average. The
bleached corals we observe in our dives are occurring with
increased frequency and severity. Coupled with high rates
of desertification and droughts, this region has a greater
urgency to mitigate GHG emissions and adapt to these
effects.

NYUAD: Can you tell us about your journey into
climate advocacy and diplomacy with COP 28?

Amal Al Gergawi: 1t started over a year ago. I had been
enrolled in the UAE Youth Delegate Climate Programme
initiative, led by the first-ever Youth Climate Champion,
H.E. Shamma Al Mazrui, and her team. I was then
recruited at Abu Dhabi Sustainability Week for a role
within the Office of the UAE’s Special Envoy to Climate
Change as a climate negotiator on adaptation.

NYUAD: What was your experience like working on
climate negotiations?

Amal Al Gergawi: The COP28 team had the vision to
ensure this climate summit would be different from
the previous 27 editions by significantly shifting the
conversation to place inclusion and ambition at the
forefront. Months in advance, we worked around the
clock, attending and hosting workshops, ministerials,
meetings, and consultations. The adoption of the UAE
Consensus - at the heart of it is the first-ever Global
Stocktake and the series of action agenda initiatives,
pledges, and declarations - was historic.

NYUAD: What’s it like working in the Burt Marine
Biology Lab?

Amal Al Gergawi: One of the greatest joys of my life.
Every day is new and dynamic. Most of my time is spent

writing, analyzing, and visualizing data and meeting

with my co-authors. I also assist the lab with fieldwork.

If a postdoctoral associate needs coral, urchin, or water
samples, we jump on one of NYU Abu Dhabi’s two vessels
from Hidd Al Saadiyat to dive at designated sites. It is a
highly rewarding fellowship, and I am constantly learning.

NYUAD: How does your education from NYU Abu
Dhabi contribute to your work today?

Amal Al Gergawi: NYU Abu Dhabi has been a beacon
of knowledge. The network of world-class faculty, staff,
and students shaped my learning experience outside
the classroom just as much as the intensive curriculum
did inside. Whether through internships, research
assistantships, or study abroad programs, I had many
opportunities and resources to design a personalized
educational experience.

Climate and
the City

Cities today face significant challenges to support the needs
of growing populations while simultaneously mitigating
the impacts of urbanization on climate change. This
delicate balancing act is something Ben Jance (NYUAD

‘15) navigates daily in his role as the head of research and
innovation at the Global Covenant of Mayors for Climate
and Energy, based in Brussels.

NYUAD: How does your organization play a role in
advancing climate action?

Ben Jance: We are the world’s largest alliance for city
climate leadership, with more than 13,000 cities and
governments committed to taking serious and accountable
climate action. Local leaders are heavily burdened

to deliver basic goods, needs, and services for their
communities while mitigating emissions within their
boundaries and creating just, safe, and livable spaces for
everyone.

NYUAD: What is your contribution?

Ben Jance: Committing to climate action can be a
challenge. Part of my role is to ensure our partners are
equipped with the right data, tools, and messaging to
progress. It’s not just about reporting good-looking
statistics and stories but implementing meaningful climate
action that ultimately saves lives and safeguards healthier
communities.

My work generates research and knowledge to better
understand what we call an enabling environment for
city climate action. What makes a city tick in terms of its
ability to implement? We know there are significant gaps.
We also want to understand the rich tapestry of research
initiatives and products our partners are already working
on and showcase those.

NYUAD: Why did you choose this field?

Ben Jance: 1 truly believe that climate change is the issue
of our time. The battle for climate change will be won

or lost in cities. More than 70% of global greenhouse gas
emissions are emitted within cities due to population
growth and rural-to-urban migration. There is immense
pressure on local governments to serve their constituents.
1t takes everyone from all walks of life to collaborate for a
safe future and to serve the greater good.

NYUAD: Nine years after leaving Abu Dhabi, what
stuck?

Ben Jance: 1 still tell this story a lot. In my senior year,
the class asked former President John Sexton what
advice he could impart to us as leaders. He said, it should
always be about the left side of the comma in reference
to your name, comma, your job title. He meant that we
will be defined by who we are as people, our values and
intentions, rather than our position.

T’ve always remembered this advice in good and bad times,
struggles and successes. It has been a north star for me,
and I'll never let go of it, probably for the rest of my life.

Sustainable in
Singapore

In Singapore, many businesses are required to report

on their environmental and social impact. As a Senior
Consultant at EY, Athena Thomas (NYUAD 20) not only
guides her clients through the process, she helps them see
why it matters.

NYUAD: How does your work contribute to a more
sustainable society?

Athena Thomas: I've been with EY for two years on the
Climate Change and Sustainability Services team. My
work involves preparing sustainability reports for our
clients and understanding the challenges businesses face
with making credible disclosures. Singapore has a carbon
tax regime for certain industries and regulations around
sustainability reporting. Clients come to us because they
don’t know how to meet these requirements. There are
many disclosure gaps, and we know the reported data is
not always credible.

NYUAD: What does your job involve?

Athena Thomas: There’s so much about it that I like. We’ll
have storyboarding workshops with clients. I present ideas
on how they could effectively report their sustainability
information and make suggested improvements. On

the assurance side, my role is to check data, review
calculations, visit their facilities, and make sure everything
is aligned with the government requirements.

NYUAD: While doing this work, what changes have you
noticed?

Athena Thomas: Progress can feel slow, but what keeps
me going is seeing a gradual shift in recognizing that many
ways we do business are unsustainable. To be honest, some
companies complain that they’re only doing sustainability
reporting because they have to. Even though some
businesses I work with may not be the most excited about
sustainability, others are leaders in this space. Advocating
for these changes does help.

NYUAD: What do you want your impact to be?

Athena Thomas: That’s a big question! I want to convince
people to be more optimistic about sustainability. We
should invest time in shifting how we consume and
produce. It’s not going to blow over in a few years. Even
though your impact isn’t always obvious in a corporate
setting, I'm learning a lot in my role through different
projects and enjoying it. It may seem small, but when

a client thanks me for sharing and explaining the real
benefits of sustainability, I feel that’s a positive impact.

NYUAD: How did your time at NYUAD shape you?

Athena Thomas: NYU Abu Dhabi was a life-changing
experience. Global education was a big part of what I
took away: learning about different cultures by being
fully immersed. I did a J-Term in Ghana on economic
development and semesters abroad in New York and
London. Being able to immerse myself in those places was
really beneficial, beyond eye-opening.
