“I often get asked how I transitioned from a mechanical
engineering degree to working in venture capital. On

the surface, there’s no overlap — I went from studying
linear algebra, hydraulics and thermal systems to cap
tables, investments and primary and secondaries at full
participation. Well, it was a baptism by fire.

However, my engineering degree definitely did equip
me to navigate this massive learning curve. Engineering
is rigorous; it taught me discipline, time management,
and how to prioritize — skills that are invaluable in VC
because you always have 5 things going on at once. More
importantly, it fostered a problem-solving mindset,
allowing me to break down complex problems with
relative ease.

Beyond academics, NYU Abu Dhabi’s community was
transformative. It wasn’t just my degree but the diverse

people around me who shaped how I approach the world.

They pushed me to consider multiple perspectives (how
to approach investors, what to prioritize in decision-

making), question assumptions (which investment is
worth pursuing, and why), and embrace creativity (finding
unique solutions to challenges); skills that are essential in
venture capital.

While my courses provided a solid foundation, the real
impact came from the experiences outside the classroom.
Let me put it this way: I was part of two IC teams —
cricket and football — playing almost 100 matches
alongside teammates from over 20 countries. These
teammates became friends, and our conversations often
delved into culture, values, and personal experiences.

It’s amazing how much you can learn from simple
conversations. Similarly, the NYUAD community at

large — clubs like Violet Ventures, classmates, professors,
and staff — helped me develop my understanding of
entrepreneurship, negotiations, fundraising, and the VC
ecosystem that built on the technical foundation that the
classes provided.

I now work in investor relations at BECO Capital, a
venture capital firm based in Dubai. I hope to create

a legacy that’s remembered. Professionally, I aspire to
build something meaningful, whether as a founder or an
investor, that would be remembered long after I'm gone.
Personally, T want to travel the world, complete at least 1
ordeal of the Ozaki 8 and maybe even write a movie.”

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“Studying at NYU Abu Dhabi fundamentally transformed
me — not just as a student, but as a person.

1 got to experience how AI can also aid in industry.

Being a student at NYUAD certainly helped a lot to
benefit from these research and career opportunities. My
undergraduate experiences at NYUAD of taking advanced
ML courses, learning Spanish and French languages, and
participating in international seminars and study away
across Singapore, Paris, and New York also helped to
strengthen my CV.

“NYU Abu Dhabi didn’t just teach me how to learn,

it inspired me to push the boundaries of science and
rethink what’s possible. My legal studies degree honed
my ability to critically analyze policies and laws, while
data science courses equipped me to test hypotheses
effectively. These interdisciplinary insights culminated
in my senior thesis on environmental sustainability law
and governance, which opened doors to research roles
with UNDP, UK Aid, and Ma’an-funded projects. Through
these roles, I explored how well-intentioned policies can
unintentionally deepen inequalities, leaving marginalized
communities vulnerable. Notably, two of these projects
were presented at COP28 by my co-authors. Now, as a
doctoral student at Peking University, 'm committed to
advancing our understanding of ecosystem strategies that
promote responsible innovation, continuing the journey
NYUAD inspired me to embark upon.

My research interests center on entrepreneurship and
innovation strategies in emerging economies, particularly
the role of public policy and social movements in shaping
entrepreneurial ecosystems, business models, and
innovation dynamics. Given these interests, pursuing
doctoral studies at a leading business school in an
emerging economy felt like a natural choice, as it would
provide invaluable opportunities for fieldwork and access
to rich data sources.

China, and specifically Peking University, aligns perfectly
with these goals. China represents a compelling case study
of how public policy can successfully drive a thriving
innovation ecosystem. The country is also experiencing

a surge of tech startups, providing a wealth of data and
case studies to deepen my understanding of innovation
strategies.

Within China, the Guanghua School of Management

at Peking University stood out as an ideal fit. As one of
the most prestigious business schools in the country,
Guanghua offers access to a diverse and dynamic
academic environment. Its renowned MBA and EMBA
programs, which attract tech founders and entrepreneurs
from across China and internationally each year,

further enhance the availability of high-quality data and
connections that align with my research focus. Choosing
this path was both strategic and purposeful, ensuring that
my doctoral studies would be grounded in a context that
aligns with my academic ambitions and equips me with
the resources to make meaningful contributions to the

field.

What I enjoy the most is the freedom of time and
financial support over the next five years to fully explore
my research interests. Unlike many doctoral programs

in the US, where funding often requires mandatory
research assistantships or teaching assistantships,

Peking University provides doctoral students with full
autonomy and funding to pursue their research interests
under the guidance of faculty. This flexibility allows me
to dedicate my full effort to collecting data, engaging
with entrepreneurs, and even continuing to manage my
own businesses in Vietnam while pursuing my degree.
The freedom to focus on my interests also extends to
collaborating with scholars outside my university. For
instance, I am currently a research associate at the
Transition Investment Lab under Professor Bortolotti and
a policy researcher on UNDP-funded projects addressing
Just Energy Transition and Circular Economy in Vietnam.

Growing up in a crime-ridden district, I witnessed
firsthand how necessity-driven businesses, social
enterprises, and frugal innovations not only enriched
entrepreneurs but also sparked positive change and
created opportunities for the wider community. However,
I often saw promising initiatives struggle to make a
lasting impact, held back by challenges in profitability
and scalability. It was frustrating to watch successful
models and innovations with the potential to help even
more people fall short of expanding or being adopted on a
larger scale. My goal is to pursue a career as a professor at
a business school, where I can advance our understanding
of entrepreneurial strategies, entrepreneurial ecosystems,
and the role of state in the creation and diffusion of
innovation in emerging economies.”

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“I grew up in a community where hardship wasn’t just a
story you heard; it was the backdrop of everyday life. My
great-grandfather used to tell me I was a born leader, and

even as a kid, I felt this pull to do something meaningful -
to help others find a better way forward.

That’s what led me to NYU Abu Dhabi. I started in math
and physics in high school, but the world of political
science was where I truly found my voice. In those
classrooms, surrounded by peers just as passionate

about change, I felt like I belonged. The debates, the
adrenaline, the way we wrestled with big questions - they
were unforgettable. And then there were the moments of
collective silence, like when something terrible happened
in the world, and we all felt it. Those were the moments
that shaped me the most.

After graduation, I started working part-time remotely
for NYUAD over the summer, but I couldn’t shake the
feeling that something bigger was calling me. I've always
loved writing, so I began publishing opinion pieces on
politics and international relations.

NYU Abu Dhabi taught Aganza Kisaka (NYUAD ‘15) how to
shine on stage, and now she’s helping others do the same. As
the co-founder, director, and acting coach of a new theater
school in Kampala, Aganza is passing on everything she
learned in the theater program to help fellow actors step
into the limelight.

NYUAD: How did NYUAD influence your career path?

Aganza Kisaka: When 1 joined NYUAD, the dean of

arts guided me toward theater, and I’'m so thankful. She
interviewed me when I didn’t know what I wanted to do. I
was thinking about psychology or counseling — something
related to helping people. I had been dancing and writing
poetry, and she said, “You seem multi-talented. Why don’t
you try theater? You can dance, sing, and act, exploring all
these talents.” I'm glad she put me on that path because

it had been in my heart. I didn’t know it then, but it was
exactly what I wanted to do.

NYUAD: Tell us about your entrepreneurial venture.

Aganza Kisaka: 1 started a theater school called Yenze
Theatre Conservatoire. Yenze was the title of my Capstone
project at NYU Abu Dhabi. Yenze means “it’s me,” which
refers to both the actor and the audience, and our stories.
We offer acting, voice, and movement classes using
techniques I learned at NYUAD.

NYUAD: Can you share one of your proudest
achievements?

Agancza Kisaka: A big career highlight has been our first
mega performance, She Loves Me, which was ground-
breaking and history-making for Kampala. We got the
rights from a Broadway musical and underwent a six-
month production and rehearsal process with 20 cast
members. We ran 12 shows and always had standing
ovations. The dancing, singing, and costumes were top-
notch. The entire production was a testament to what I
had learned at NYUAD.

NYUAD: What makes your NYUAD education stand
out?

Aganza Kisaka: 1 was impressed with the discipline
required to be an actor at NYUAD, which came from our
productions. I remember the acting class door locking at
8am promptly. You could run down the hallway screaming,
“Leave it open!” but the door would shut. That’s the level
of discipline an artist needs, and I loved it. I fit into it very
quickly, and it left an impression.

Another memorable experience was a dance class with
an instructor from Haiti. I remember having an ego
because I thought, “I can do this in my sleep.” We danced
and danced and danced, and I got a B. I was furious. The
instructor later told me, “You’re afraid to shine. You did
everything right, but you stayed in the back. You did
everything right in the back.”

That was a culture shock and a cultural breakthrough for
me. As Ugandans, showing pride is against our culture, but
I learned that when it’s showtime, you go all out. Those
were transformational experiences for me. Now, I've
learned how to balance culture and show business. When
you enter the audition room, you go for it. It has helped
me so much.

NYUAD: How has NYUAD stuck with you these last 10
years?

Aganza Kisaka: NYUAD’s tools have never run dry for me.
As a director and acting coach, I adopted the lesson styles
and theater games. We do practicals constantly — less
writing, more doing.

This marks the beginning of our fourth year at Yenze. We
have 21 alumni in total and hope to expand. Tuition is free
this year due to the economic challenges for artists here in
Uganda and as a way to express thanks for my scholarship
education at NYUAD.

The journey continues.

Nonstop Innovation

Ten years after graduating from NYU Abu Dhabi, Alf Lim
(NYUAD ‘15) is on cloud nine as the Chief Product Officer at
Norway-based Norse Atlantic Airways, a new player in the skies.

NYUAD: Tell us about your role and what inspired you
to join a new airline

Alf Lim: 1 joined Norse about a year ago as the Chief
Product Officer. I was previously with BCG in Dubai

and happy there, but this felt like a once-in-a-lifetime
opportunity I had to grasp. It’s not every day a new airline
starts up, and I’'m originally from Arendal, Norway, where
Norse is headquartered.

I'm heading up a division called Norse Coders, our internal
tech and innovation unit. We’re a lot like a startup, bringing
a startup mentality to the airline. We have an ambition

of turning Norse into a tech company that happens to be
operating in the airline business rather than an airline with
tech capability. It’s a bold vision, thinking of Norse as more
of an e-commerce player and less like an airline.

NYUAD: What have been the key highlights so far?

Alf Lim: 1t’s been a fun and hectic year! When I joined, I
was the first employee together with a few consultants.
Now, we’re a team of over 30 and continue to expand. We
have developers, UX designers, product owners, product
managers, data analysts, data engineers, and data scientists.

We’re focused on commercial technology and trying to
build competitive advantages. We built a new website from
scratch and are taking a very science-based approach to
development and pricing.

We’ve seen tremendous success in setting new load factor
records in such a short time. We’re now filling our planes
better than Ryanair two months in a row, so that’s quite a feat.

NYUAD: How has your NYUAD connection shaped
what youw’re doing today?

Alf Lim: We have seven NYUAD alumni working here

at Norse. It’s been a bit of a pipeline from Abu Dhabi to
Arendal, Norway, a town of only 40,000 people. We already
have three people from the Class of 2024 here, and I'm in
the process of interviewing more NYUAD candidates.

NYUAD: Why are NYUAD students good hires for a
startup?

Alf Lim: NYUAD has a rigorous recruitment process and
a smart, well-rounded pool of applicants with diverse
backgrounds and perspectives. At Norse Coders, we
have a diverse team of over 30 people representing 17
nationalities. NYUAD students are well-positioned to
navigate cultural diversity. We’re also building a product
that touches a global audience, and to do that in the best

possible way, we want to have diverse perspectives that
reflect the world around us.

NYUAD: Can you share some examples of your
involvement in entrepreneurship at NYUAD?

AlfLim: A lot of things come to mind. We started an
initiative called Sila Connection that brought students
from local universities together to tackle sustainability
challenges in Abu Dhabi. We wanted to build it up as a
franchise conference of cross-student teams from all the
Abu Dhabi universities, such as Paris Sorbonne, Zayed
University, Khalifa University, Masdar, and the Petroleum
Institute. Using our study abroad opportunities at
NYUAD, we expanded to have conferences at NYU’s New
York and Shanghai campuses. I was also part of starting
TEDxNYUAD, which continued for a long time. There was
a lot of entrepreneurship in the early days at NYUAD in
the sense of getting things started.

NYUAD: How has NYUAD influenced your career path?

Alf Lim: For me, a lot of energy comes from seeing things
in the making. When starting something, you often have to
deal with many different disciplines, pull multiple strings,
and connect the dots to make things happen — just like
our multidisciplinary degrees. NYU Abu Dhabi itself was a
startup in the early days. I loved that spirit, setting up new
student organizations, figuring things out, and finding the
right people to bring a vision together. I loved that feeling
so much, and it’s probably why I keep gravitating toward
these startup opportunities today.
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Startup School

Ayah Rashid (NYUAD ‘19), founder of Fortis Academy, saw
a real-world problem in her community and stepped up to
fix it. Her business introduces Atlanta high school students
to the fundamentals of entrepreneurship early on, preparing
them for startup success.

NYUAD: What’s the origin story of your startup?

Ayah Rashid: After graduating from NYU Abu Dhabi, I
became a Venture For America Fellow (VFA). That was my
formal introduction to the startup space and being around
young people interested in entrepreneurship like I was.

Then, I joined the VFA team as a recruiter and noticed
some red flags over time. Applicants of color weren’t
always talking about themselves like their white peers
were — whether it was confidence in what they were
doing or clarity on what they wanted to do. Many
applicants wouldn’t start relevant internships until junior
or senior year. When they became Fellows, they needed
lots of resume support and were often nervous about
negotiating salary. Meanwhile, their peers had a leg up.

That got me thinking. There has to be career readiness
and professional development earlier on to prepare
young people to start businesses and be impactful in the
startup space. And that’s what I'm trying to fix for my
demographic — to let them hit the ground running.

NYUAD: How did you get your business started?

Ayah Rashid: Building the curriculum took several
months. It was fun but intense, informed by my desire to

introduce entrepreneurship to high school students at a
predominantly Black school who are not typically exposed
to it.

The curriculum becomes more complex each year, tackling
new business language and design thinking concepts. The
goal is to set students up for success when they graduate
so they can earn scholarship dollars and attend the school
of their choice.

Getting into the school was also a process. I pitched my
plan to the principal and got the pilot approved. They
then asked me back for another year, which is the ultimate
gold star. I'm excited to build on what the students have
learned and take the program to the next level.

NYUAD: What skills did you develop at NYUAD that
are most important today?

Ayah Rashid: The creative writing program gave me
confidence in my writing and voice. I learned to translate
complex ideas into digestible content, a skill that proved
invaluable in professional settings. Everybody needs a
writer these days! NYUAD was the best thing that ever
happened to me. I’d do university five times over if I could

NYUAD: How did your time in Abu Dhabi shape your
approach to entrepreneurship?

Ayah Rashid: The common thread in everything I’ve

done — whether in high school, at NYUAD, or now — is
seeing a problem or unmet need and figuring out how to
solve it. In Abu Dhabi, I created a fashion line of modest
yet stylish clothing that are bright and vibrant, for women
who wanted options that reflected their personalities. It
was a massive undertaking and I learned so much from the
experience. Every endeavor is about solving a real need.

NYUAD: What makes your entrepreneurial experience
unique?

Ayah Rashid: There’s a pervasive stereotype of an
entrepreneur as somebody who creates a product and
makes a million dollars. That’s what you see on Shark
Tank, right?

I've taught my students you don’t have to create some
next-level app to be an entrepreneur. You don’t even have
to be in the C-suite. You can make a difference even if
you’re not running the show. I'm an entrepreneur, and I’'m
also in a classroom teaching kids new skills. I didn’t go to
business school, yet I started my own business and earned
money doing it. I’'m also making an impact.

Entrepreneurs solve all kinds of problems. It can be
anything. As long as you’re fulfilling a need for somebody,
that’s entrepreneurship.

A Startup “For Women, by Women”

Not enough women in the UAE are property investors.
Fatma Al Rahma (NYUAD 20) is trying to change that with
her Dubai-based real estate brokerage.

NYUAD: What inspired your business?

Fatma Al Rahma: Based on the stats, we saw that real
estate investors were primarily men, and in conversations,
many women in our community were unaware of property
investment opportunities. So I started Ellevest real estate
brokerage with my mom. Ellevest guides clients to real
estate developers, helping them choose the right options
and understand how to begin investing in properties.

It started as a side project, and now it’s been almost

four years! It has been a great experience. I invested in a
property myself and lived in it for two years. I plan to buy
again.

NYUAD: What steps did you take to get started?

Fatma Al Rahma: The UAE is a great place for startups.
Dubai offers a lot of support for small businesses, and we
took advantage of many programs when we first started to
help get us going.

Still, it was a long journey. Real estate is difficult compared
to other startups because the UAE is very strict on anti-
money laundering processes. We had to go through a lot

of checks to establish the business. I also took a course on
what a real estate broker should do and got a license after
completing it.

In the beginning, I focused entirely on the business. Now,
we have an agent working with us. I spend a few hours a
week on it while working full-time as a business project
analyst with the Emirates Schools Establishment (ESC)
under the Ministry of Education. I also had a baby, which
keeps me busy!

NYUAD: Congrats on your new baby! Can you tell us
more about your full-time job?

Fatma Al Rahma: I've been with ESC for three years,
rotating in different roles. When I first joined, I worked in
strategy and then as a project business analyst. Now I’'m

in the executive development office. I’ve always wanted to
work in education — I’'m passionate about it. My Capstone
project was in education. I feel like I can have an impact in
this sector.

NYUAD: How did NYUAD prepare you to succeed in
the workplace?

Fatma Al Rahma: Everything I learned at NYU Abu
Dhabi helps with my current work, especially how I
think, analyze, and interpret data. In my first role at ESC,
I worked on a cost analysis project. Although T didn’t
study finance, the data analysis courses I took gave me the
foundation to successfully complete that project.

I'm so grateful for my time at NYUAD because we learned
how to ask the right questions and understand what type of
data is needed to analyze to solve issues, gaps, or problems.
I learned this throughout all my coursework, but especially
in the data analysis course — I’'m so grateful for that.

NYUAD: What made your time at NYUAD special?

Fatma Al Rahma: NYUAD was one of the best times of my
life. I wish I could go back!

I spent two semesters abroad — one in London and one

in Florence. I'm so grateful for these experiences because
they helped me get out of my comfort zone and learn
about new cultures. In Florence, we even learned to speak
some Italian.

I’'m thankful for that time because, after I joined ESC,
I was selected to go with a delegation to the Education
World Forum in London. I was exposed to so many
people from all around the world. I had to contact
different delegations and arrange meetings with them,
so my experiences studying abroad helped me. It made
everything much easier and smoother for me.

1 was also a global education officer with the Office of
Global Education, where we organized events for visiting
students from other campuses. That experience exposed
me to different people, cultures, and communication styles.
The skills I learned during that time still help me today.

Where It All Started

Marek Mihok (NYUAD ‘15) has spent the last decade
launching and scaling successful ventures. After selling
one, he’s back with a new app. NYU Abu Dhabi was his
incubator.

NYUAD: What inspired your latest startup?

Marek Mihok: After selling Combyne, my first startup
app for fashion-forward Gen Zs who come together to
play, connect, and express themselves through fashion
and creativity, I wanted to encourage teens and young
adults to pursue their passions instead of spending time
on social media. My new project is called Offline Pets, a
gamified product designed to motivate people to become
more aware of their phone usage while having fun. We’re
onboarding beta testers now and have a couple of NYUAD
student interns helping with development. We expect to
launch in the summer.

NYUAD: Explain how your career has crossed multiple
domains in the startup world

Marek Mihok: 1t has been a journey of exploration. After
NYUAD, I returned to Europe to work as a consultant
with KPMG in their mergers and acquisitions department,
helping founders and investors with different types of
financing. I then worked for a large central European bank
before joining a venture capital firm, investing in some
cool companies. Working with excellent founders made
me realize that the fun part of entrepreneurship is getting
my hands dirty, which led to my first startup.

NYUAD: Have you always been drawn toward
entrepreneurship?

Marek Mihok: When I came to Abu Dhabi to study,

I thought I would be in finance. However, the
entrepreneurial spirit of NYUAD in those early years
rekindled my passion for becoming an inventor — it was
the first job I wanted at age four! At NYUAD, I majored in
economics and minored in visual arts practice and found
that great artists and businesspeople are very similar. You
need to understand the fundamentals and what drives
change and impact. You can make something powerful if
you eliminate all the noise and understand what strikes
people.

NYUAD: How did NYU Abu Dhabi influence your
entrepreneurial path?

Marek Mihok: NYUAD itself was a startup. I loved the
entrepreneurial spirit and wanted to bring it into my
professional career. Back in the day, we launched new
projects and clubs that I now call startups: a hiking club, a
design collective, a sustainability conference.

1 took an Intro to Entrepreneurship study abroad class

at NYU Stern, and our professor wanted us to come up
with a startup idea, validate it, and present it. We decided
to develop a real-time system on the NYUAD campus
that would update people on the occupancy of different
buildings.

The idea actually got pretty far. We built a prototype and
had initial talks with investors. It was my first attempt at a
real startup ten years ago, and I experienced it at NYUAD.

NYUAD: How did NYUAD support your startup ideas?

Marek Mihok: The faculty was very formative in helping
us understand what we could and couldn’t do, how to
present pitch decks and talk to investors. They introduced
us to the right people who gave us extremely valuable
feedback. We felt very supported.

NYUAD: What do you cherish most about NYUAD?

Marek Mihok: The strength of relationships. At NYUAD,
the world became a home. Not because of how much travel
you’ve done, but because of how close you become to the
people there. I can go to New York, Norway, or Mumbai
and feel at home because my good friends are there. This
gives me inspiration and ambition, the highlights of my
life that I’'ve come to cherish more and more.

On a Mission

As an engineer, Martin Slosarik (NYUAD ‘17) started
experimenting with drones in his NYU Abu Dhabi dorm
room. By sophomore year, he won the prestigious UAE
Drones for Good competition. Today, he’s still soaring as
the co-founder, with two other NYUAD alumni, of a fast-
growing defense tech startup with millions in seed funding
and government contracts.

NYUAD: What inspired your new venture?

Martin Slosarik: Picogrid helps companies and
governments use unmanned systems for various missions.

It’s increasingly clear that governments and private
companies are turning to unmanned systems for various
tasks. After graduating, I worked with McKinsey in Silicon
Valley, where I noticed that most founders were focused
on Business-to-Business Software as a Service (B2B SaaS)
and blind to the opportunity to build physical systems.

As a Slovak-American, I've closely followed the war in
Ukraine, and it reinforced my belief that we are witnessing
a fundamental shift. This inspired me to start Picogrid,
and we raised over $12 million in seed funding last year.

I grew our business from zero to over $15 million in
contracts. Along the way, I’ve had the privilege of working
with multiple NYU Abu Dhabi alumni, including my co-
founders, Zane Mountcastle (NYUAD ‘18) and Dan Chirita
(NYUAD ‘19).

NYUAD: How did you get involved in entrepreneurship
at NYUAD?

Martin Slosarik: During my sophomore year, I had the
incredible opportunity to compete in the 2015 UAE Drones
for Good competition, and won a $270,000 prize. Together
with four other students, I spent countless late nights and

holidays turning a research project into reality.

Director of the Engineering Design Studio and Senior
Lecturer of Engineering Design at NYUAD, Matt Karau, was
a key mentor in that journey. Karau understands what it
takes to conduct critical, customer-focused research, and he
was instrumental in helping us remove blockers to success in
Drones for Good. He became a lifelong mentor and friend.

NYUAD: How did NYUAD support your
entrepreneurial goals?

Martin Slosarik: First, there was the sheer energy of the
place. NYUAD is built on big ambition. It’s a school that
itself was an entrepreneurial venture, emerging in the
middle of the desert. Being part of that pioneering mindset
made a huge impact on me. On a practical level, NYUAD
provided a structured, secure environment with great
housing and a supportive campus, allowing me to focus on
what mattered: growing as an engineer and human being.

Second, there were the people. Senior Lecturer Matt
Karau and the Engineering Design Studio gave me hands-
on experience building real-world projects. NYU’s former
president, John Sexton, was a living example of vision-
driven leadership. Professor John Coughlin was another
key influence that shaped my leadership style.

Finally, there was the NYUAD student community. Like
in Silicon Valley, it was cool to be a nerd. Having equally
ambitious and curious friends created an environment
where big ideas could flourish.

NYUAD: What skills did you develop at NYUAD that
are helping you in your career today?

Martin Slosarik: Studying electrical engineering was
invaluable because it gave me the skill set to be a builder.
I learned how to take an idea and turn it into a working
prototype.

At the same time, entrepreneurship is about people —
understanding what they need and building solutions that
matter. Being in a class of students from over 60 countries
taught me to communicate across cultures, listen, and adapt.

One of the most important things I took away was critical
thinking. Freshman-year classes like Foundations of
Science helped me apply the scientific method to business,
which is surprisingly rare in startups. Entrepreneurship,
at its core, is about figuring out what people want and
then building it.

NYUAD: What are your plans for Picogrid?

Martin Slosarik: Do right by our customers while
building a big company and having fun along the way.
That’s the guiding principle. Good things will follow if we
stay focused on the customer and keep enjoying the work.

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	I was also a global education officer with the Office of Global Education, where we organized events for visiting students from other campuses. That experience exposed me to different people, cultures, and communication styles. The skills I learned during that time still help me today.
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	Ayah Rashid (NYUAD ‘19), founder of Fortis Academy, saw a real-world problem in her community and stepped up to fix it. Her business introduces Atlanta high school students to the fundamentals of entrepreneurship early on, preparing them for startup success.
	NYUAD: What’s the origin story of your startup?
	Ayah Rashid: After graduating from NYU Abu Dhabi, I became a Venture For America Fellow (VFA). That was my formal introduction to the startup space and being around young people interested in entrepreneurship like I was.
	Then, I joined the VFA team as a recruiter and noticed 
	some red flags over time. Applicants of color weren’t always talking about themselves like their white peers were — whether it was confidence in what they were doing or clarity on what they wanted to do. Many applicants wouldn’t start relevant internships until junior or senior year. When they became Fellows, they needed lots of resume support and were often nervous about negotiating salary. Meanwhile, their peers had a leg up.
	That got me thinking. There has to be career readiness and professional development earlier on to prepare young people to start businesses and be impactful in the startup space. And that’s what I’m trying to fix for my demographic — to let them hit the ground running.
	NYUAD: How did you get your business started?
	Ayah Rashid: Building the curriculum took several months. It was fun but intense, informed by my desire to 
	introduce entrepreneurship to high school students at a predominantly Black school who are not typically exposed to it. 
	The curriculum becomes more complex each year, tackling new business language and design thinking concepts. The goal is to set students up for success when they graduate so they can earn scholarship dollars and attend the school of their choice.
	Getting into the school was also a process. I pitched my plan to the principal and got the pilot approved. They then asked me back for another year, which is the ultimate gold star. I’m excited to build on what the students have learned and take the program to the next level.
	NYUAD: What skills did you develop at NYUAD that are most important today?
	Ayah Rashid: The creative writing program gave me confidence in my writing and voice.  I learned to translate complex ideas into digestible content, a skill that proved invaluable in professional settings. Everybody needs a writer these days! NYUAD was the best thing that ever happened to me. I’d do university five times over if I could
	NYUAD: How did your time in Abu Dhabi shape your approach to entrepreneurship?
	Ayah Rashid: The common thread in everything I’ve done — whether in high school, at NYUAD, or now — is seeing a problem or unmet need and figuring out how to solve it. In Abu Dhabi, I created a fashion line of modest yet stylish clothing that are bright and vibrant, for women who wanted options that reflected their personalities. It was a massive undertaking and I learned so much from the experience. Every endeavor is about solving a real need.
	P
	NYUAD: What makes your entrepreneurial experience unique?
	Ayah Rashid: There’s a pervasive stereotype of an entrepreneur as somebody who creates a product and makes a million dollars. That’s what you see on Shark Tank, right? 
	I’ve taught my students you don’t have to create some next-level app to be an entrepreneur. You don’t even have to be in the C-suite. You can make a difference even if you’re not running the show. I’m an entrepreneur, and I’m also in a classroom teaching kids new skills. I didn’t go to business school, yet I started my own business and earned money doing it. I’m also making an impact.
	Entrepreneurs solve all kinds of problems. It can be anything. As long as you’re fulfilling a need for somebody, that’s entrepreneurship.
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	Where It All Started
	Marek Mihok (NYUAD ‘15) has spent the last decade launching and scaling successful ventures. After selling one, he’s back with a new app. NYU Abu Dhabi was his incubator.
	NYUAD: What inspired your latest startup?Marek Mihok: After selling Combyne, my first startup app for fashion-forward Gen Zs who come together to play, connect, and express themselves through fashion and creativity, I wanted to encourage teens and young adults to pursue their passions instead of spending time on social media. My new project is called Offline Pets, a gamified product designed to motivate people to become more aware of their phone usage while having fun. We’re onboarding beta testers now and
