During her sophomore year, she applied for

Prepared with a set of upperclassmen’s
design notes, she walked into her first day and
immediately felt out of place. “I’'m not entirely
sure how I got the internship, but I guess it was
one of those examples where you just apply to
something you’re underqualified for and see what
happens,” she says. To her surprise, it was that
underqualified-for opportunity that provided her a
full-time job to start in January 2021.

Looking back, Alia’s advice to students who
question their decisions is to trust the process.

Brandon Chin Loy, Class of 2020, graduated
with a BSc in Computer Engineering. Loy is
now working as a data analyst in a leading
bank in Jamaica--his home country--while
exploring postgraduate degrees to delve
deeper into what he discovered to be his
academic calling.

As a fresh graduate, Chin Loy holds a job that most
consider to be promising, secure, and arguably the
future of finance. His education at NYU Abu Dhabi
prepared him to work, and excel, as a data analyst on the
vanguard of this unique intersection of worlds between
computer science and financial engineering that is
increasingly in demand by bankers. He’s in a job that
has a bright future, if he chooses to pursue it, but it’s a
different lesson that NYUAD imparted upon Chin Loy
that has him exploring beyond.

Initially Chin Loy had been dead-set on going into a
graduate degree in the nascent field of computational
finance. In his last semester at NYUAD, and in the
midst of the pandemic, he began applying to pursue
his masters at universities in the UK and was accepted
into the majority of the programs of interest. It was
during this time that Chin Loy began to question
whether making the move in the midst of COVID-19
was a sound decision. As he agonized over the
decision, he began to wonder if he even sees himself
pursuing a career in computational finance at all.

Instead of being led astray through over-analyzing
hypotheticals, the Guinness World record holder for
most chest-to-ground burpees by a multinational
team, returned to his home country of Jamaica to
accept arole as a data analyst in the country’s leading
National Commercial Bank. It’s a role much in demand
in the banking sector and one in which he along with a
team of bankers are implementing in unique fashion.

“We choose to let the data do the work. We dive into
the databases with an open mind and strive to observe
patterns, trends or exceptions in the data, which often
leads us to novel business ideas. That being said, if T
were to briefly describe the company, I would say it is
a hub of innovation in banking,” he said.

Reflecting back on how the year went, Chin Loy
believes that adjusting to the tailspin of COVID-19
allowed him to focus on what he intends on pursuing,
to be bullish on his academic pursuits, and to continue
this path of avoiding contemplating “if’s” and instead

finding out. One thing he knew for sure is that he
did not want to pursue an MSc during the pandemic,
“This is why I returned to Jamaica and decided to

work at a financial institution in a technical role, to
fulfill those same computational finance learning
goals through work, rather than school.” It’s an
outlook on interests he says NYUAD fostered in an
educational environment that is conducive to giving
students the opportunity to discover themselves and
understand who they are both as young intellectuals,
and as adults. “Essentially, T achieved the same goal
of exploring computational finance, but through
different means,” he said.

Finding Comfort in Not Fitting In

studies at the University of Edinburgh in
literature and modernity.

Amal Al Shamsi entered university keen to step out of
her comfort zone. Although creative writing had been
a passion of hers since high school, in her freshman
year she found herself dazzled by the novelties of the
film department at NYU Abu Dhabi. Being a curious
learner with many interests, Al Shamsi almost majored
in film, she also considered majoring in social research
and public policy. In her sophomore year, however, she
decided to stay with what was dearest to her —creative
writing.

The time she spent exploring the different departments
was valuable, as it revealed their interdisciplinarity.
“When I was in my literature classes we always brought
up cinema, we always brought up politics, obviously, we
always brought up society. And right now my masters
program is all about literature and modernity.”

Reflecting back, she also notes how her shifting through
the various majors made her find comfort in not fitting
in. Enrolling in film classes at Tisch during her study
away in New York felt intimidating at first for someone
like her who no longer considered herself a committed
film student. But despite what Al Shamsi described as
“lingering imposter syndrome”, she kept challenging
her insecurities of not being fully qualified. Al Shamsi
believes that her study away experience taught her to
push herself outside her comfort zone, and not to take no
for an answer.

During her study away she also interned at the Ugly
Duckling Presse, an independent publishing house
which she first visited as a volunteer. That first day,
after a subtle inquiry she was told they were not
looking for interns at the time. Yet, the same week Al
Shamsi sent them her resume, and by the end of it she
found herself interning at the publishing house.

“I think that with a lot of things, we always want
ourselves to find the perfect opportunities that we are
so well tailored for, like, “Yes, I'm perfect for this.” And
we expect them to fall into our email inbox, for us to
easily find it. But the truth is... if you really want it, and
if you can rationalize finding a way in, you will.”

Al Shamsi guided herself by the same honest conviction
while applying to master’s programs. Although she

is only a few weeks into the program, she says it is
already apparent how her time at NYUAD shaped her
as a writer, and as a student. “I think I really found my
niche interests through the faculty and classes that I've
had at NYUAD... In particular, I'm always interested in
the representation of women and gender,” Al Shamsi
elaborates while explaining the importance of gaining a
thorough understanding of canonical English literature
before diving into the Middle Eastern context, which is
a field in academia that she hopes to help fill. “Master’s
degrees are always what you make of it. No one’s going
to tell you ‘You’re right about this, or ‘Your talents
would really be suited if you did this.” You have to find
that out yourself.”

“NYUAD always pushes you to figure those interests
out, to take personal initiative, do your research and
find out why this area is interesting... If I had come
from any other university, and I came into Master’s, T
think I"d be kind of lost... I wouldn’t be able to kind of
forge my way by myself.”



Survival Mode

“When COVID happened, I wasn’t really given

the chance to plan and like a lot of students, I felt
frustrated and hopeless,” she says. “I was literally
applying in every industry, constantly emailing people,

trying to land virtual interviews and seek advice from
mentors.”

After her Post-Graduation Practical Training Program
with The Arts Center at NYUAD in July 2020, Bernice
moved off campus to Dubai, living off her savings as
she raced against the clock. With only a few weeks
until her UAE visa expired, Bernice made a fateful
connection that landed her an interview with a
boutique marketing consulting firm, amongst other
interviews in the e-commerce, culture, and consulting
industries. Just weeks after departing from NYUAD,
she was choosing between two offers in Dubai.

“Everything fell into place at the right time,” she says.
Today, Bernice is working full-time as a marketing
consultant at Andarakis Advisory Services in Dubai
while freelancing as an arts and culture journalist

for Vice Arabia. She also co-curated an exhibition at
Alserkal Avenue in December 2020 with Filipino artist
Augustine Paredes, the launch of their all-Filipino
global art collective Sa Tahanan Co., In the exhibit,
works of Filipino artists from across the diaspora were
displayed and sold to support the typhoon victims in
the Philippines.

The pieces have fallen into place for Bernice,
though she endured many months of near crippling
uncertainty to get to where she is today.

“I know that there’s a huge pressure at NYUAD to
have a post-graduation plan. We have a saying in
Tagalog about drawing your plans in pencil. It’s a
constant battle to not beat yourself up if those pencil
marks don’t get traced with a permanent marker.
There’s a reason why you sketch in pencil - because
you can always erase and change.”

“It put me out
there forcing me to engage with people that were
much more senior than me, and so I had to act
professional, look professional, and just do a lot of
things that T wasn’t necessarily ready for.”

college and eventually in the workplace. “I understood
that it was never actually about getting the job, it’s
about building relationships, how you relate to their
experiences and understanding what your strengths
are.”

Upon graduation, Gabriel landed a job as a business
analyst at Accenture Ventures. He now has access

to people not only in the UAE but also the US and
Europe. “If you develop a relationship with your
managers, that network opens up to you and develops
into referrals. I'm very keen on mentorship and I think

that in a place like the UAE T would be able to get very
good mentorship at a very early stage of my career.”

If there’s one thing Gabriel feels grateful to have done
during his time at NYUAD, it would be getting out
and experiencing the rest of the UAE. “Get to know
the city more, physically leave campus whenever you
can, and reach out to as many people as you can. You
will be here for four years so get to know the UAE, try
to interact with the people that live in the UAE and
understand the different reasons that brought them to
where they are today.

She says the local arts scene has been welcoming. Yet
the journey to a place that is welcoming came with
its own set of hurdles. “If my freshman year self saw
me now, she would be very, very, very shocked,” she
prefaces before tracing back the whole story.

Like many, Noor entered university undecided,
spending her first year in classes such as Global
Histories and Math 101. “Everything changed when

I went to my first summer abroad in New York. That
was the first time I travelled entirely by myself. Just
me by myself with no one there. No plans. But I

came back a whole new person.” In New York, Noor
enrolled in a ceramics and photography course. “That
was when I thought, ‘Khalas, this is what I want to do,
I have to go back to Abu Dhabi and just enroll in more
art classes.”

That is exactly what she did upon her return

to NYUAD - diving headfirst into what the arts
department offered. Besides rigorous coursework and
professors who were both encouraging and harsh, she
pinpoints the opening night of her Capstone show as
a moment of major personal growth. Mostly, because
it forced her to confront a hugely prevalent aspect of
her personality until then - her shyness. “It was very
overwhelming - me saying that is an understatement.
But I told myself it had to happen.” Anyone involved
in the art world will know about the intensity

and franticness of opening nights. She recalls her
encounter with Vice Provost Chuck Grim that night:
“He looks at me, and he says ‘Noor, can you tell me

a little bit about this?’ I look at him with confusion,
because, ‘Oh, he’s asking me because this is my work.
This is my exhibit. I'm the person who’s supposed

to answer this question.” And I was never put in that
spotlight before.”

Having faced that anxiety once, she persisted in
confronting that side of her again time and again.
Eventually, she found herself speaking in front of
dozens as the curator of another student’s Capstone
Project, and, a couple of years down the line, as an
intern at Beit 15 and a collaborator of Hashel Al Lemki
on his show The Cup and The Saucer, which landed her
the opportunity with Engage 101.

At the end of the interview, she took a moment to
think of advice she would have found valuable as her
freshman self. “Keep doing what you’re doing, because
everything will fall into place eventually.”

Your Resilience is an Asset
Seyed Mohammad Ahlesaadat

Seyed Mohammad Ahlesaadat is currently
pursuing a Master of Laws at University
College London and is set to join Bryan Cave
Leighton Paisner LLP, a leading international
law firm, as a trainee solicitor in 2022.

His path into law, however, was not always clear cut.
When he first started at NYU Abu Dhabi, Ahlesaadat
was almost certain that he would major in computer
science, drawn in by “the ability to simplify complex
scenarios into simple code.” He soon realized that
something was missing. He wanted to be in a field
that gave him the opportunity to build long-term
connections with individuals. After taking a course on
international business during his freshman year, he
realized that a career in commercial services would be
the right match, allowing him to solve real-world issues
and form connections with real people. That’s how his
legal studies journey began.

Seyed spoke fondly of the London Track, a one year
program where legal studies students can take English
law courses at NYU London, calling it a life changing
experience. “It truly is a remarkable experience to come
in direct contact with the jurisdiction and the legal system
that you are studying” he remarked. During his time in
London, he networked with various law firms through
open days and fairs to find the firm he knew would be, as
he said: “committed to my professional growth as much as
T am committed to its development.”

When asked what advice he would share to students
who are considering a career in the legal profession,
Seyed says that resilience is key, “Every successful
person has faced a history of failure and rejection in
their career alongside their accomplishments. There
will be times when you believe that you are the ideal
candidate for a certain company, have put your best foot
forward, but are still faced with rejection. You need to
remember that the rejection you just faced does not
define you, but your reaction to it does. Your resilience
is your most valued asset.”

Additionally, having founded the NYUAD Law Society,
he encourages students to be proactive in their actions.
To ensure that he had chosen the right career path,
Ahlesaadat says that he “made the effort to learn as
much as T could about the industry, by going to various
talks, setting up meetings with the CDC, finding
internships and placement schemes, and so on. Once

I was certain about my decision to be a solicitor, that
effort only increased.”

Finally, for Ahlesaadat, identity and self-realization is
of utmost importance as it is often easy to lose oneself
in the process. His experiences have taught him that
the value of being in a place that appreciates your ideas
and encourages you to go further with them.

“At NYUAD, I was surrounded by colleagues who were
keen to understand my views and professors who
supported my development — experiences which have
had a huge impact on my growth and inspired me to
cultivate supportive and understanding communities.”

Riding the Waves
of Life in Sydney

Political science alumnus Tarmo Korela (NYUAD ‘19) on the
dangers of being a workaholic and why your mental health
should always come first.

NYUAD: At 26, yow’re the Chief Operating Officer of
a hugely successful healthcare app. Is this where you
thought you’d be?

Tarmo Korela: No! (laughs) After graduation I was a

bit lost. I had interviews with different banks and was
supposed to start at Goldman Sachs in Melbourne when

I ended up meeting the CEO of one of Australia’s largest
medical groups. He made me an offer to join in a startup he
was funding, and now here I am, almost three years later.

NYUAD: What has been the hardest adjustment
for you?

Tarmo Korela: 1 always felt like T had to do more than
what was expected. I had a lot of responsibilities and some
people didn’t take me seriously because I was so young.

I was so overworked trying to manage my workload and
impress everyone that I actually ended up in the hospital.

NYUAD: Really? What happened?

Tarmo Korela: T had an anxiety attack, and other health
complications. I was barely sleeping, not taking care of
myself. After that, I shifted my mindset and started to look
at my career as a long-term game instead of short-term.

NYUAD: How’s your health these days?

Tarmo Korela: 'm doing great. Surfing is a big part of
my life now. I wake up at 6am every day to go surfing in
Sydney. When I run into the waves, I feel free and calm. It
has taught me to pick my waves in life — some you paddle
out for and some you let pass.

NYUAD: How do you think NYUAD prepared you for
where you are now?

Tarmo Korela: I’ve really built up my character in terms
of how I can understand different nationalities and
lifepaths. My work is a lot like being at NYUAD because I
interact with people from many different backgrounds and
collaborate with them to bring the benefits of technology
into primary healthcare.

Dallas-native and physics alumnus Ben Higgins (NYUAD
‘14) on what it’s like to be the dean of an inner-city
American high school during COVID-19

NYUAD: Where did you go after graduation in 2014?

Ben Higgins: 1 started my career as a physics teacher in
San Jose, California, and was teaching there for a little
over five years. I wanted to go back home to Dallas to be
close to my family so I put out some feelers, and I've been
here for about a year and half.

NYUAD: What’s it like being in charge of a school
during a pandemic?

Ben Higgins: This is by far the most challenging thing I've
ever had to do in my life. About 85 percent of our students
come from low-income families. COVID has heightened
the inequities that were already there before. Some of our
kids rely on school for a consistent meal and counselling,
so being at home isn’t necessarily the best place for them
because they’re not able to get those needs met. It’s been
really challenging.

NYUAD: There’s so much division in the US right
now from COVID-19 to personal politics to racial
inequality. How do you have these conversations with
American youth?

Ben Higgins: Our school is in the urban center of Dallas.
When George Floyd was murdered, there were protests
nearby, and we had to board up our school. Being so
close to it all was a weight on everybody’s shoulders but
I do think it provided an access point to have important
conversations on race. We really want our kids to not shy
away from talking about these issues and to know how to
express their feelings.

NYUAD: What part of NYUAD has stuck with you after
all these years?

COVID-19 has the power to create great opportunities,
and take them away. UAE National Maryam Al Hammadi
(NYUAD <19) knows this first-hand.

NYUAD: How has the pandemic affected your path?

Maryam Al Hammadi: The first step I took to kickstart
my career after graduation didn’t work out because of
COVID-19. I was supposed to start an internship at the
UAE Embassy in Washington, D.C. last spring but couldn’t
go. So, I talked to the NYUAD Career Development Centre
about some options and found out about an emerging
research group called CoronaNet.

NYUAD: What’s CoronaNet?

Maryam Al Hammadi: The CoronaNet Research Project
is a worldwide effort that tracks government COVID-19
policies. I expressed my interest and was assigned to be a
regional manager for the Middle East. My job is to oversee
a team of researchers and data entry, among other things.

NYUAD: What does your work mean to you?

Maryam Al Hammadi: Being part of CoronaNet is such

a powerful experience for me. I feel like I’'m giving back
and contributing - part of something bigger than myself.

I never saw myself doing something like this but in the
process I've discovered that research allows you to expand
your interests. Working at CoronaNet has really broadened
my horizons.

NYUAD: What first comes to mind when you think
about NYUAD, and why?

Maryam Al Hammadi: Definitely my study away
experience. I did J-Term in New York and a semester
abroad in Florence. Both of those experiences have really
anchored me, given me perspective, and prepared me for
life. 'm more inclined to put myself out there, make my
own way, and see where that takes me.

NYUAD: Any pandemic-time pet projects going on?

Maryam Al Hammadi: Oh, yes! I started my own
documentary club. We meet almost every week to talk
about different films from culture to crime to climate
change. I’ve actually tried to fashion the discussions after
my Core classes at NYUAD. It’s collaborative but casual - a
safe space to talk about the issues of the day.

As the head of transit for a small city in Ecuador, Roberto
Lescrauwaet (NYUAD ‘17) talks about the chaos caused by
COVID-19, and his decision to step back.

NYUAD: At 25, you became a senior decision maker in
a mountain community of 65,000 people. What led you
there?

Roberto Lescrauwaet: 1 was working for a digital
marketing startup in Ecuador when we got hired by a
mayoral candidate in Cotacachi to do all the marketing
for his campaign. He won the election. I must have
done a good job because he offered me a senior position
as the regional director of transit and mobility. T was
the youngest person ever chosen for that level of
responsibility. It was an honor.

NYUAD: Then came the pandemic.

Roberto Lescrauwaet: Ecuador was really badly hit.

All of a sudden I found myself in a position of immense
responsibility, having to decide things like, should we ban
public transit? There were protests outside my office and
powerful unions demanding policy changes. I had to feel
confident making decisions that impact the whole city.

NYUAD: When did you know it was time to go?

Roberto Lescrauwaet: I've always been capable of
handling high pressure situations but I started to feel
demoralized. I saw a lot of corruption. I stayed in that
job for about a year and a half but recently decided to go
back to school. I’'m doing my master’s at the University of
Amsterdam.

NYUAD: We heard you had a life-changing research
trip after graduation from NYUAD? What happened?

Roberto Lescrauwaet: 1 joined a World Bank research
project in Ethiopia, but two weeks after I arrived the
country went into a state of emergency. There was ethnic
conflict, burning houses, shootings, and evacuations. It
was tough but I stayed in the field for nine months. It took
extra effort and planning but we got the research done.

NYUAD: Wow, you are certainly beyond resilient. Do
you think NYUAD has anything to do with that?

Roberto Lescrauwaet: Definitely. NYUAD expanded my
horizons in ways I never imagined possible, just being
able to respect different perspectives on a daily basis.

It becomes a habit to be empathetic and put yourself in
another person’s shoes.

Distant, But Not
Disconnected

In a world that’s gone full digital, Symone Gamble (NYUAD
‘14) is finding X-citing ways to bring people together

NYUAD: You were recently promoted to head of
internal communications at X - The Moonshot Factory
in Mountain View, California. Congrats!

Symone Gamble: Thank you so much!

NYUAD: What’s the first thing you want to do in your
new role?

Symone Gamble: 1t’s my job is to make sure we still walk
the talk of our culture, to be who we say we are, and to
maintain a collaborative culture within this new work
from home model. I want to find ways to foster moments
of creative connection between people by creating
impromptu or unexpected opportunities for people to
learn from one another.

NYUAD: X is a new kid on the block in the tech space.
Remind you of anything?

Symone Gamble: My work at X reminds me so much of
NYU Abu Dhabi. When we came in as the first class in
2010, we were building everything from scratch. X was
in the same position of needing to build a separate model
from the mothership of Google. At X and at NYUAD, we
have to experiment to figure out what’s best for us as a
community.

NYUAD: How do you feel, personally and
professionally, about where things are headed in the
US right now in terms of deepening divides and racial
tensions?

Symone Gamble: 1t’s difficult to see how polarized we
are. In an industry like tech - considered to be one of the
most forward-thinking spaces you can be in - there’s still
a lot of frustration and emotion. Even in a place so full of
innovation, we haven’t been looking at social and racial
justice as problems we can try to solve. It’s been really
eye-opening.

NYUAD: How do you think NYUAD changed the way
you live your life?

Symone Gamble: NYU Abu Dhabi forced me to question
everything I held to be true, to shift my perspective, and
to know that it’s not a weakness to change my mind when
1 get new information. I keep applying that to my life and
it has opened up so many doors and opportunities I would
have never expected.
